Correcting or replacing Military Medals and/or Records
Military Medals

Medals earned while in active service are issued by the appropriate military services when requested by veterans or
their next of kin. Requests for replacement medals, decorations, and awards should be
directed to the Veterans’ branch of the military. National Personnel Records Center
(NPRC) will verify awards. Please note the processing time may be extensive, so start
early. Requests are made on Standard Form 180, “Request Pertaining To Military Re-
cords,” with all required documents.

Military Records

If discharge or separation documents are lost, veterans or the next of kin of deceased =
veterans may obtain duplicate copies by completing forms

I found on the Internet at www.archives.gov/research/index.html and mailing or faxing them to
the NPRC. (Standard Form 180 may also be used.)

Correcting Military Records

The secretary of a military department, acting through a
Board for Correction of Military Records, has authority to
change any military record when necessary to correct an er-
ror or remove an injustice. A correction board may consider
applications for correction of a military record, including a re-
view of a discharge issued by court-matrtial.

Applications should include all available evidence, such as signed statements of wit-
nesses or a brief of arguments supporting the correction. Application is made with DD
Form 149
